Please note that specific brands or requirements are based on durability and quality, and while
they may tend to be a little more expensive than generic brands, they last longer, and in the end save
you money (and our learning community a good deal of time and effort)! It is also important that your
child come to school with all the supplies necessary. Not having required supplies greatly affects
organization and preparedness, and ultimately academic growth.

7 composition notebooks (not spiral notebooks; non-recycled paper as the pages tear easily)

6 plastic folders (2 red, 2 blue, 1 yellow, 1 green; plain colors, no designs please)

1 package of white copy paper (8 x 10 in.). N.B. For French Dual-Language class, boys can bring
white copy paper and girls, yellow copy paper.

1 pack of wide-ruled loose-leaf paper (3-hole punched; non-recycled paper)

Boys: 1 pack of small white index cards

Girls: 1 pack of multi-colored post-its
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1 pencil case (large enough to hold 5 pencils, eraser, sharpener, 1 pen, 1 dry-erase marker, 1
highlighter, glue stick, scissors)

3-5 Expo brand fine point dry-erase markers

1 box of Crayola colored fine point markers

1 pack of Crayola colored pencils (no crayons)

1 box of 20 #2 pencils (Staedtler, Ticonderoga or equivalent)
2-3 Elmer’s glue sticks

1 eraser (Staedtler or equivalent)

1 pencil-sharpener (Staedtler or equivalent)

1 pair of scissors

1 ruler with inches and centimeters

1 small clipboard (6 x 9 in.)

1 package of baby wipes (unscented, with re-sealable top)

2 boxes of tissues

1 roll of paper towels

Boys: 1 pack of gallon sized Ziploc bags
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Girls: 1 pack of sandwich-sized Ziploc bags
